The GLORIA project (The Global Observation
Research Initiative in Alpine Environments) is adeterm
international monitoring program established in 200
Austria to monitor the impact of climate changeatine

ecosystems; the network has now expanded to o%er 11

sites worldwide. Twenty-nine high summits in Gaiifia

and Nevada are currently monitored using the GLORIA

protocol by a volunteer network of botanists aridrgtsts.
Adelia’s talk will focus on the preliminary resuftem
both plant surveys and temperature loggers gathered
between 2004 and 2013. She will also talk aboysvia
get involved in the GLORIA efforts in North America

Adelia is the current director of GLORIA Californig&she
holds a PhD in Ecology and Evolutionary Biologymfr&JC
Santa Cruz, and did her undergraduate work at Brown
University. She has extensive field experiencénéWhite
Mountains, having specialized on bristlecone pine
reproduction and demography for many years. She
currently runs the GLORIA programs for Californiada
Nevada, in collaboration with the US Forest Seraiod
the National Park Service.
