BOTANY BYWAYS

Apple of My Eye
By Drew Shell, Conservation Chair, San Mateo County

Hello! And welcome to Botany Byways, an occasional
meandering stroll through the intricate and fadanga
realm of plants... or scientifically speaking, Kingdo
Plantae! For our kickoff column we start from the
beginning with the letter A... as in apple that Bur
inspiration comes from a couple locally native pgan
discussed in recent issues of Edgewood Explorer (th
Friends of Edgewood newsletter). One issue discligte
Manzanita, whose name literally means "little apple
(referring to the appearance of the fruit), whitther
issue discussed wild roses and their fruit, the Wwhdch
also resembles a little apple... not surprising sequaes
are in the rose familyRpsacaeae). But all is not so
simple... there’s more here than meets the eye! sToun
Manzanitas are more like stone fruits (peach, plchmerry,

This begs the question, just what is a "fruit"?téBacally,
it's the mature, ripe ovary of a flowering plantaaan
Angiosperm (angio — "little vessel", sperm — "sged"
referring to enclosure of the seeds by an ovaoygr pistil
base). In Manzanitas this ripe ovary is our diglpple";
commonly called a berry, it's technically a diffatdruit
type called a drupe: the outer ovary layers rerfiaghy,
while the inner layer forms hard, tough shells adthe
seeds. You're likely already familiar with thigstture,
since stone fruits are also drupes. The pit @mistis the
inner ovary layer, not the seed itself, which cstssonly of
the "nut meat" inside; an almond meat is just susked.
But don’t eat other stone fruit seeds... they canaion
bitter and toxic cyanide compounds!

Roses, on the other hand, are quite different.. kanli
drupes, a rose has several ovaries and producéglmul
fruits; yep, that's right... a single flower can pung
multiple fruits! This is similar to blackberrieac
raspberries (alsRosacaeae), which botanically aren’t
berries at all but have multiple ovaries yieldimgedl,
round, fleshy fruits called drupelets; these cliogether as
an "aggregate fruit" (mistakenly called a berrgp why
don’'t we see something similar in roses? Firgtividual
rose fruits are not drupelets... the outer layerdfareand
tough rather than fleshy making them achenes filikes of
the aster family. Second, rose achenes hide iaswigp-
like hypanthium ("below the flower"), composed o§éd
petal, sepal, and stamen bases; this hypanthiuomzsc
the fleshy, reddish hip! Thus hips aren’t fruds,they
merely enclose the achenes. But in many ways hips
function like 3

protecting the
fruits/seeds,
and attracting
animals that
then disperse
the seeds;

structures are
called
pseudocarps
("false
fruits").

So how do apples fit? They're neither drupes ris,Hut
pomes, with a single ovary as in stone fruits (gfowith
multiple seed chambers or locules), and a hypamtlaisi in

almond... allRosacaeae), while apples and hips aren't trultgses. And this hypanthium isn't just a cup, hetially

fruits at all!

fuses to the ovary, and expands into a large, fldaker
that functions like a fruit... an apple is a pseudptaCut
